Protection and rehabilitating of patriotic, historical and key environmental sites.

LFRA is focused on the topics and issues which affect America and her citizens rather then their financial statements.
LFRA believes in hard work and action to get results rather then sitting around and waiting for someone else to do it.

LFRA is not fame and fortune driven. LFRA only focuses and the issues and how to get beneficial results through their actions
and activities.

LFRA listens to the “real” American peoples concerns and addresses them.

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We at LFRA believe our nations future relies on our children. One must not be afraid to look, teach and discuss the past be it good or bad to
establish a future. We also belief that parents play a key role in the upbringing and education of our nations children, and support those who
take a front row stance to their children’s education and upbringing through home schooling of their children.

LFRA provides patriotic, historic, and American heritage based online lesson plans and training sources for Elementary, Intermediate and
Middle school age children for use by home schooling parents and teachers. This includes a monthly newsletter.

LFRA hopes to expand this to include unique books and learning resources based on America, its history and people for public and private
schools.

Working towards securing and protecting our open borders.
Educate communities regarding hybrid gangs and foreign criminals and how to reduce risks to their families.
Freedom from job loss due to outsourcing.
Working towards implementing a system for which American employers and citizens seeking employment can connect.
Providing aid to families affected by outsourcing and illegal immigration job loss.
Freedom from population destabilization.
Providing aid and resources for immigrants legally seeking and taking necessary steps towards American citizenship.
Take stance for deportation of illegal aliens who have no intentions of, nor desire to, become legal American citizens.

LFRA Bag Ladies (and men), hold a deep belief that humans can not survive without nature and as such, what impacts one impacts the other
in both

positive and negative ways. Therefore it is also believed to be humans

responsibility to ensure the protection and well-being of nature and all that it entails. Through implementation of a ancient four-fold philoso-
phy LFRA strives to establish a unity between nature and humans within America. This philosophy includes:

Action
Education

Enforcement (Parental, Local, State and Federal)
Several projects have been implemented, or will be created, to address clean-up and habitat rebuilding of our national forests and wildlife
reserves, community clean-up programs, reduction of landfill and environmental waste, curbing of disposable plastic dependency, reduction
of biohazards and pollutants into our waterways, soil and air, green living projects and education for children, adults and communities, as
well as general programs to bring civilization and nature together into a suitable environment benefiting to both.
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Through the PAPA (Preserve A Piece of America) program, LFRA aims to focus on restoration, renovation ore rebuilding of Historical buildings
and locations to that of their glory days. Once completed these buildings would then be used for educational purpose such as museums or

historical education sights, or offered for duty to habitat for humanity projects, shelters, or business uses based on their original nature and

purpose provided their heritage value remains upheld.

The MAMA (Make A Memory America) program is aimed at focusing on creating self-sustaining, semi or fully off-the-grid communities in loca-
tions where historical farms and ranches would be otherwise in jeopardy of destruction and subdivisions. Those seeking to live a more
peaceful, old-fashion lifestyle away from city life and modern pressures would find a home in these community establishments.
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The 3R ngiders Program is designed for school age children to start them on the path to clean living and environmental awareness. Through various educa-
tional lessons as well as projects designed around Reuse, Recycle and Reduce practices it is the aim of the 3R Raiders to make a positive impact on the envi-
ronment of not only today but tomorrow.
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LFRA’s “Clean It Up” Project is designed to help remove and reduce loose trash in the environment. Through physical effort and volunteer
programs established to focus on cleaning up trash, and re-establishing of habitats in our national parks, wildlife refuges, waterways and
communities.
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LFRA’s “Say No To Plastics in Environment” (SNOPE) Project is designed to begin eliminating dependency on disposable plastics such as
found used in food packaging and shopping bags by Americans and American businesses for all natural material packaging with short biode-
gradable life spans.
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“Big 50” is a united effort to bring all 50 states together to work towards reduction of garbage, pollution, and biohazards. Establishment of
universal recycling programs, as well as implementation of educational and strategic projects to aid in making each State more environmen-
tally friendly.
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“Code Red” is a united nationwide effort against the negative and dangerous effects of unsecured/unprotected borders: Drug cartels, smug-
glers, hybrid gangs, terrorists, and foreign criminals. Through such actions as striving for border security and foreign nationals population
control. Educating and preparing communities regarding hybrid gangs and foreign criminals, as well as establishment of workable and func-
tioning communication systems between citizens and law enforcement regarding tracking and reporting actions of hybrid gangs and foreign
criminals upon American soil.
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“Code White” is designed to benefit the American employee by creation of a workable system and database to connect American employers
with legal citizens seeking employment and eliminating dependency upon illegal alien employment by American companies. As well as pro-
viding aid to American families who are being adversely affected due to outsourcing and illegal alien created job loss.
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“Code Blue” focuses on third-world diseases and other health threats brought across our borders. Through education and awareness pro-
grams, as well as, implementing of stronger hygiene and health enforcement at agricultural, food processing, construction and menial labor
job sites. LFRA hopes to take steps to spare the American citizens as well as legal immigrants of these dangers to their health.
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“American Me” is a LFRA project aimed at aiding and educating immigrants who have a true love for America and its culture, hold a strong
desire to become an American and accept its culture, and have strived to take the proper steps towards becoming legal American citizens. It
also takes a negative stance towards those who live in the country illegally, hold no love for America and its culture, and have no desire to
become American citizens now or ever in future.
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“Head of the Class” is a project designed to aid and unite home-schooling parents and children nationwide. Though offering of lesson plans,
materials, resources. projects, tools, community events, and support necessary in a overlooked and under supported decision to take a
hands on approach to their children’s educational future and growth.
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“Lets Learn About” project is focused around offering lesson plans, materials, resources, projects and tools for parents and teachers to
adapt and use in teaching American youth about various times, elements, people, and other subjects about the United States of America
that have molded America into what it is today. “Lets Learn About” approaches these subjects from an “All American” angle as LFRA be-
lieves that these subjects represent why America, her history and her people are something to be proud of and to cherish.
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“POP” and “FOF” actually stand for “Teach Our Past, Preserve Our Future”. Top and Pof are two fictional characters who aim to educate chil-
dren nationwide about the importance of preserving our past, our patriotic symbols, our lore and our history, and finding pride in the nation
they call home. Top and Pof aim to bring unique historical books to school libraries and classrooms, supply teachers with maps, flags, and
other resources needed to teach American history, the constitution, pledge of allegiance, bill of rights, patriotic songs , poems and other
important documents to school age children.
